Staff recommends approval. The Public Works Department Director and the Police Chief
recommends authorizing the purchase of safety emergency equipment, a City Standard,
for 54 police fleet vehicles through purchase orders in an amount not-to-exceed
$226,986.00 during Fiscal Year 2007 from Strobes R-Us, a Single-Source provider.

ISSUE:
City Commission approval is required for all expenditures exceeding the $50,000.00 City's
per vendor limit and this purchase is not-to-exceed $226,986.00.

BACKGROUND:
The City Commission at its meeting on November 29, 2006, approved Resolution No. 07-
57, authorizing the purchase of, among other things, 54 police vehicles.

The City of Miramar Fiscal Year 2007 Approved Capital Budget provides for the purchase
of safety emergency equipment to outfit police fleet vehicles. The purchase of this
equipment is required to support public safety. The safety emergency equipment
acquisitions, recognized as a City Standard according to the City’s Procurement Code, are
being made through purchase orders to Strobes-R-Us, a Single-Source provider.

The equipment to be purchase includes the following:

- Whelen light bars for 54 police vehicles;

- Side mounted laptop holder with locking tray for 54 police vehicles;

- Console consisting of floor-plate, leg kit, printer type arm rest, and dual cup holder for
54 police vehicles;

- Strobe lights for 54 police vehicles;

- Anti-theft police system for 54 police vehicles, and

- Prisoner cages for 44 police interceptor vehicles.

The Police Department has established Whelen Light Bars as a City Standard since 2001
as a result of testing and evaluation. Strobes-R-Us is the only vendor in South Florida
authorized to distribute and honor the warranty for computer equipment and sirens installed
in Police pursuit vehicles, purchased from D & R Electronics, the manufacturer and sole
