GENERAL INFORMATION: The City of Miramar is a municipality chartered by the State of Florida
operating under the "City Council - City Manager Plan." The City Commission is comprised of four
members and the Mayor selected by the residents of Miramar to serve as the City's governing body. It is
responsible for adopting policies of the City, passing ordinances, adopting resolutions and approving
budgets. A City Manager is appointed by the City Commission to serve as the administrative head of the
municipal government and provides recommendations to the City Commission on policy issues.

The City Commission meeting is a formal meeting of the members of the commission to transact City
business. This business is conducted in a manner prescribed by resolution, laws and regulations which
require certain formal actions and the following of specific procedures.

The AGENDA is a printed document that lists the order of business for the Commission meeting. The
public is encouraged to contact the Mayor or any City Commissioner prior to a Commission meeting to
express their views on items appearing on the Agenda.

* All beepers, cell phones and other electronic devices must be turned off prior to entering the
Commission Chambers.

The City Commission may consider and act upon such other business as may come before it in the event
this agenda must be revised, such revised copies will be available to the public at the City Commission
meeting.

GENERAL RULES AND PROCEDURES FOR PUBLIC PARTICIPATION AT CITY COMMISSION

MEETINGS:

Who May Speak - Any individual who wishes to address the City Commission may do so providing it is

accomplished in an orderly manner and in accordance with the procedures outlined below.

1. Speaking on items on the Agenda - Public Hearings and Reqgular Business - Individuals wishing
to speak on matters that appear on the Agenda as "Public Hearings" or "Regular Business" need
only to raise their hand to be recognized by the Mayor. Discussion at Special Meetings is limited
to the items referred to on the Agenda for such Special Meetings.

2. Other Business Items - These are items placed on the Agenda by the Mayor or a Commissioner
and either are requests for the preparation of future legislation or are requests for possible
direction to the Administration.

3. Speaking on items not on the Agenda - Public Discussion - Any individual may speak on any
subject pertinent to the City at the second regularly scheduled meeting of each month.
Individuals must sign in with the City Clerk prior to the meeting. The Mayor will recognize those
persons who signed in, under the agenda item "Public Discussion."

4. Addressing Commission, Manner & Time - Public discussion during all items is limited to three
minutes maximum per person, however, the Mayor at his/her discretion may allow more time.
Each person who addresses the Commission shall step up to the speaker's podium and shall
give his/her name and address.

The above represents a summarization of the Commission Procedures Resolution. Copies of this resolution are available from the
City Clerk's office. Any person requiring auxiliary aids and services at this meeting may call the City Clerk’s Office at 954-602-3011
at least two calendar days prior to the meeting.

If a person decides to appeal any decision made by the City Commission with respect to any matter considered at such meeting or
hearing, he/she will need a record of the proceedings and for such purpose may need to insure that a verbatim recording of the
proceedings is made, which record includes the testimony and evidence upon which the appeal is to be based.

ISSUE: The application cycle for FDOT Enhancement Program FY14 funding
came to a close in April, 2010. As part of the application process, a Resolution is
required by the City Commission approving each application submission and
supporting each project for which funding is sought.

BACKGROUND: The FDOT District IV allocates funding for Transportation
Enhancement Projects in Broward County each year as allocated by the Federal
Transportation Administration.  Municipalities compete for this funding with
applications that are submitted to and ranked by the MPO. Once the MPO ranks
the applications, they are forwarded to FDOT for eligibility review and funding
assignment based on available funds and rank of applications.

The application process requires support by the local governing body in the form
of a resolution approving submission of each application and supporting each
particular project.

Staff timely submitted two applications for FY14 funding prior to the required
deadline, which occurred prior to City Commission consideration. Staff seeks City
Commission approval ratifying this action and supporting both projects. One



project is for sidewalk construction west of State Road 7 (441) to improve
pedestrian safety and promote mass transit (funding requested: $547,479.80).
The other project is for median landscape improvements along Flamingo Road
from Miramar Parkway to Red Road (funding requested: $544,996.00).

Staff recommends that the City Commission approve Temp. Reso. No. 4747,
ratifying the submission of these applications to the FDOT, through the MPO, for
FY14 Transportation Enhancement Program Funds for the indicated projects.

In May, 2005, pursuant to the adoption of Resolution No. 05-173, the City of
Miramar submitted an application for a Transportation Improvement Enhancement
Grant for Miramar Streestcape Improvements from 62" Avenue to 64" Avenue in
the amount of $500,000. This application followed an earlier application
submitted for the same project in 2003, which received funding in the amount of
$300,000. The 2003 funding award was allocated back to FDOT by the City of
Miramar per Resolution No. 07-36 to construct a portion of the Streetscape
Improvements recently completed along Miramar Parkway from State Road 7 to
SW 62" Avenue.

The intended Miramar Parkway Streetscape Improvements include a bike lane,
sidewalk, street lighting and landscaping enhancements.

Staff recommends that the City Commission approve Temp. Reso. No. 4762,
accepting the award of a grant in the amount of $500,000 for construction of the
Miramar Parkway Streetscape Improvements from 62" Avenue to 64™ Avenue,
and authorizing the execution of a Local Agency Program Agreement between the
City of Miramar and the Florida Department of Transportation for FY11.

In both the regulations and in guidance for local plans, FEMA
encourages communities to develop a single plan to satisfy multiple purposes,
including the Hazardous Mitigation Grant Program, FMA, and the Community
Rating System. This work has been completed by the Broward County
Emergency Management Agency and is being adopted by all local municipalities.

ISSUE: City Commission approval is required for expenditures exceeding
$50,000.00. This Resolution authorizes expenditures in an amount not-to-exceed
$125,000.00.

BACKGROUND: The Public Works Department, Field Operations Division
oversees the repair and maintenance of City's lighting efficiencies. The Fiscal
Year 2010 Operating Budget provides for the purchase of repair services for
lighting efficiencies, including street lights, ball field lighting, security lighting and
walkway lighting in City parks. This work is accomplished more efficiently and
effectively by outsourcing. The outsourcing of repair services supports public
safety and helps to maintain an excellent level of service to the community.

The Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing Cooperative Group, with
Broward County Schools as the lead agent, awarded a bid to Florida Electric
Contracting Service, Inc. in July, 2009 for maintenance and repair of security and
sports lighting. The City has previously used this company to perform repair
services for its lighting efficiencies. This company has been reliable, cost
effective, and dependable and has a proven ability to react to critical situations in
an expeditious manner with positive results.

The requests for repairs will be taken directly from the City’s Civicall work order
request module. Inspections will be performed by City staff on a weekly basis.
The scope of work includes, but is not limited to, replacement of materials,



including light bulbs, ballasts, fixtures and fuses, repair on branch circuits and
feeders, maintenance and repairs of controllers, time clocks, photocells, and
troubleshooting as necessary to determine the nature of repairs needed.

A total of 3,939 public street lights are operational throught the City, of which
3,128 belong to FPL, 60 belong to Broward County, and the remaining 751 are
owned by the City. In addition to the 751 street lights maintained by the City, the
City is responsible for 685 city facility and park field lights. The total lighting
maintenance responsibility for the City is 1,436 units.

The cost to procure various repairs duting fiscal year 2010 is anticipated to be
approximately $125,000.00.

The City will issue purchase orders to Florida Electric Contracting Service, Inc. on
an “as-needed” basis for repair services for the City's lighting efficiencies. The
purchases will be made utilizing Southeast Florida Governmental Purchasing
Cooperative Group Bid No. 10-024R and Account No. 001-50-530-541-3400,
entitled "Field Operations-Contractual Services", and Account No. 001-50-530-

RECOMMENDATION: Staff recommends approval.

ISSUE: Third Amendment to the Declaration of Condominium for the Miramar
Town Center Block 3 Garage - The Garage Condominium Declaration is being
amended to reflect changes in Sections 43.3, 44 and 45, as set forth in the Third
Amendment to the Declaration of Condominium for the Miramar Town Center
Block 3 Garage. These changes have the net effect of decreasing the City's fiscal
responsibility as further explained below:

- Section 43.3 - Allocation of Costs Relating to Security Room is being
amended to reflect the cost distribution between the two existing Block 3 and
Block 4B structured parking garages. The Security Room, located on the first
floor of the Block 3 garage, serves as the facility that houses all requisite
monitoring equipment for both Block 3 and 4B garages (e.g. servers, routers,
monitor screens, etc). This modification results in a net benefit to the Block 3
Garage Condominium as the percentage share for Block 3 is reduced from 66%
to 63%, with Block 4B carrying the other 37% of costs.

- Section 44 - Access Control is being deleted in its entirety given that
installation of a Town Center Master Association provided access control system
is no longer necessary, since roving security for the Block 3 garage is provided
directly by the Block 3 Garage Condominium Association.



- Section 45 - Maintenance Staff is being modified to a more equitable
formula that allocates cost shares based on existing and operating associations.
The originally approved 1/7 share for the Block 3 Garage Condominium
breakdown contemplated seven associations at buildout. The 1/7 share is
inappropriate considering the project is currently operating with only two
associations. The proposed changes allow the shares to change as additional
associations come on-line.

Third Amendment to the Declaration for Miramar Town Center - Although the City
is not a direct party to the Declaration for Miramar Town Center, City Commission
approval of the Third Amendment is necessary since the Declaration specifies
that City consent is required if an amendment relates to the Master Association's
maintenance obligations for common areas. The proposed Amendment affects
such obligations by requiring that the Master Association maintain the
landscaping within Blocks 5 and 6, which was not provided for in the current
Declaration. This change will have no affect on the City and the other changes in
the Amendment do not otherwise directly affect the City except to reduce its
obligations as an owner of spaces within the Block 3 Garage Condominium, which
is consistent with the aforementioned Third Amendment to the Declaration of
Condominium for the Miramar Town Center Block 3 Garage.

Staff and the City Attorney's Office have reviewed both Amendments and find that
they do not materially or adversely impact the City.

BACKGROUND: In May of 2001, the City purchased a 54-acre parcel of land
with the intention to use the site for the construction of the Miramar Town Center.
The project was envisioned to contain a dynamic mix of public and private uses
including retail, office, cultural, educational, wellness and residential utilizing the
concepts of a Traditional Neighborhood Development. The Miramar Town Center
is conveniently located in the heart of the City and will propel the City forward in
its vision to provide a true town center for its citizenry and become a self-
contained community.

In September of 2004, the Step 2 Miramar Town Center RFQ/P closed with The
Rockefeller Group Development Corp. and Kimco Developers, Inc. (known as
Rock-Kim Miramar, LLC), as the sole responsive and responsible proposer. On
February 16, 2005, the City Commission approved the Sale and Purchase
Agreement, Development Agreement and a Declaration of Covenants,
Restrictions, Conditions and Easements for the private development of the
Miramar Town Center site.

Pursuant to the Sale and Purchase Agreement and Development Agreement, the
Miramar Town Center Block 3 Garage Condominium Declaration was approved
by the City Commission on November 29, 2006 (R07-54). The Garage
Condominium Declaration was necessary since the Block 3 Parking Garage is
jointly owned by the City and Rock-Kim Miramar, LLC. The Parking Garage



contains a total of 963 parking spaces and associated common elements, of
which 707 spaces and a transit hub (1 space equivalent) are owned by the City
and 82 commercial spaces and 173 residential spaces are owned by Rock-Kim
Miramar, LLC. The Declaration establishes rules and regulations for the
maintenance, conservation and use of the Parking Garage, sets proportionate
shares for expenses and voting interests, and creates a board of directors to
manage the property, business and affairs of the Condominium Association. The
Block 3 Parking Garage construction was completed in May 2007 and is currently
in operation.

RECOMMENDATION: The Fire-Rescue Chief recommends approval of Temp.
Reso. No. 4742, approving the purchase of two ALS Fire Engines from Hall-Mark
Fire Apparatus, Inc., utilizing Orange County Fire Apparatus Term Contract Y5-
1072, and including the trade-in of City vehicles numbered E-023, E-028 and SQ
343.

ISSUE: City Commission approval is required to authorize the purchase of two
(2) ALS Fire Engines from Hall-Mark Fire Apparatus, Inc.

BACKGROUND: The City’'s current fleet of ALS Fire Engines (Pumpers) is aging
and requires a great deal of maintenance in order to keep it operating. Two
existing ALS Fire Engines in the fleet do not meet current mechanical, operations
or aesthetic standards. This project is a high priority in order to ensure that the
Fire-Rescue Department has an adequate fleet of emergency response vehicles.

The two new fire engines will replace Engine Nos. 023 and 028, which are twenty
and twenty—one years old, respectively. Engine No. 023 has over 146,889 miles,
and its five year R&M cost is $71,000.90. Engine No. 028 has over 148,637
miles, and its five year R&M costs is $95,258.52. In addition, we will remove
squad truck No. 343 from our fleet because it is underutilized and has limited fire
suppression capabilities. Squad truck No. 343 has over 26,151 miles and its five
year R&M cost is $31,678.91.

The trade in of these three vehicles as surplus property is authorized by Section
2-255(2), City Code, in conjunction with the authority and recommendation of the
acting Chief Procurement Officer.



The purchase cost for the two ALS Fire Engines (Pumpers) is $716,506.00.
Subtracting the indicated trade value of $280,000.00 for the three vehicles
reduces the outstanding balance of the purchase price to $436,506.00. It is
recommended at the time of purchase to surrender squad truck No. 343 to
provide a pre-construction deposit of $102,253.00 toward the purchase. Orange
County Fire Apparatus Term Contract Y5-1072 will be utilized as to price, terms
and conditions, thus exempting this purchase from competitive bidding
requirements per City Code Section 2-245 (b)(5).

The purchase of the two fire engines was not included in the FY 2010 Budget.
Staff is recommending the use of $436,506 from Unappropriated Fund Balance
for this purchase. A proposed budget amendment has been scheduled for City
Commission consideration that will, if approved, transfer funds into the
appropriate CIP account.

ISSUE: City Commission approval is required to approve the purchase of five
emergency response staff vehicles from Garber Ford Mercury, Inc., in the total
amount of $90,591.00, utilizing a cooperative purchase contract.

BACKGROUND: It is a high priority to ensure that the Fire-Rescue Department
has an adequate fleet of emergency response vehicles. Four of the five vehicles
sought to be purchased would be 2010 Ford Escapes, to be purchased from
Garber Ford Mercury, Inc. in Green Cove Springs, Florida, in the total amount of
$67,064.00.00. One of the five vehicles will be a Ford F-150 extended cab pickup
truck, to be purchased from Garber Ford Mercury, Inc., in the amount of
$23,527.00. The purchase of all five vehicles will be made utilizing cooperative
purchasing contract No. 09-17-0908, coordinated by the Florida Fire Chief’s
Association and others. In conjunction with this purchase, the nine vehicles being
replaced will be decommissioned and disposed of as surplus property in the
future.

The nine emergency response staff vehicles which are intended to be replaced by
five new emergency response staff vehicles are all 12 years old and have a
collective average of over 95,000 miles. The City has spent six times the value of
the vehicles in repair and maintenance to keep them running over the past three
years. The nine emergency response staff vehicles do not meet current
mechanical, operations, or aesthetic standards.



Funding for this cooperative purchase was not included in the adopted FY 2010
budget. Staff is requesting the use of $90,591 from Unappropriated Fund
Balance for this purchase. A proposed budget amendment has been scheduled
for consideration by the City Commission which, if approved, will transfer funds
into the appropriate CIP account.

ISSUE: This amendment authorizes the City Manager to amend the FY10
Budget to allocate funds for the purchase of two ALS Fire Trucks and five fire
emergency response vehicles. The two ALS fire trucks will replace two aging
ALS fire trucks and one underutilized squad truck. The five fire emergency
response vehicles are replacing nine older, higher maintenance vehicles. The
not-to-exceed cost of the two replacement ALS Fire trucks is $436,506. The not-
to-exceed cost of the five replacement fire emergency response vehicles is
$90,591. The costs of these two groups of purchases are rounded up to the
nearest hundred dollars for the purposes of the budget amendment.

$121,000 of funds that are currently budgeted for the refurbishment of fire truck
036 are proposed to be reprioritized for these purchases. The remaining
$406,200 is proposed as an appropriation from unreserved General Fund
balance.

RECOMMENDATION: A Resolution authorizing the City Manager to execute the
attached Second Amended Interlocal Agreement for Public School Facility Planning
between the School Board of Broward County, Broward County, the City of Miramar and
other non-exempt municipalities.

ISSUE: The Broward County School Board (“School Board”), at the recommendation of the
School Oversight Committee and Staff Working Group, is proposing this amendment to the
Interlocal Agreement for Public School Facility Planning (“ILA”) to address level of service
deficiencies now projected because of shortfalls in school construction funding.

BACKGROUND: Pursuant to Sections 163.3177(6)(h)2 and (12), and 163.3180(13)(g),
F.S., Broward County, the 27 non-exempt municipalities within the County and the School
Board approved an Amended ILA providing for school concurrency within Broward County,
The ILA established each individual school attendance area as the concurrency service area
(“CSA”) and adopted a level of service standard (“LOS”) of 110% of permanent Florida
Inventory of School Housing (“FISH”) capacity for those CSAs, meaning that only permanent
structures (including modulars, but excluding portable classrooms) are counted for school
concurrency.

Due to excess capacity available in some eastern Broward County schools, the Florida
Department of Education rejected construction funds for some new facilities proposed by the
School Board to meet the adopted LOS. As a result, many CSAs are now projected to fail to
meet the adopted LOS standards within the five (5) year planning period as required by the
Florida Statutes and ILA. To address the projected LOS deficiencies, the School Board, in
the fall of 2009, first pursued boundary changes, and then initially proposed amending the
ILA to provide for division of the County into 12 CSAs rather than individual school



attendance areas. This change would allow continued compliance with the 110% LOS
standard.

Rather than amending the CSA boundaries, the School Oversight Committee
recommended that the LOS standards be amended from 110% of permanent FISH capacity
to 100% of gross FISH capacity, which allows for the consideration of portables in
determining whether the LOS standard have been met. Consideration of portables expands
school capacities and avoids the need for numerous school attendance boundary changes
to shift students to under-enrolled schools from over-enrolled schools that are primarily
located in the western part of the County. The new LOS standards would be applied in the
2010/2011 school year through the 2018/2019 school year. The attached maps depict the
effect of the different LOS standards, based on the current standard of 110% of permanent
FISH capacity and the proposed 100% of gross FISH capacity.

On December 15, 2009, School Board Superintendent James F. Notter initiated the process
to amend the ILA, consistent with the School Oversight Committee’s recommendation. The
School Oversight Committee reviewed the School Board’'s proposed amendments on
January 13, 2010, notified Broward County and the municipalities of the School Oversight
Committee’s recommendation, and provided the proposed Second Amended ILA for
consideration by Broward County (see Attachment 1). The Staff Working Group endorsed
this approach. The School Board approved the Second Amended ILA on February 2, 2010,
and the County Commission approved the document on February 23, 2010. To date, at
least 16 municipalities have approved the amended ILA. At least 75% of the municipal
parties representing at least 50% of the County’s population must approve the amendment
to the ILA before it can become effective.

In addition to the LOS standard, the amended ILA includes minor revisions to certain
procedures and time frames to address unanticipated problems which have arisen with
implementation of the ILA. These other changes have also been recommended by the
Oversight Committee and Staff Working Group. The Broward County School Board staff
prepared a Power Point Presentation to give an overview of the issues (see Attachment 2).
